
He had been a director of Iron 
Firemen Manufacturing, and Title 
Trust Company. 

For more than 40 years Spencer 
was a leader in a gro up of law­
yers and business men who join­
ed for lunch weekly at the old 
Portland Hotel and called their 
gathering 'The Round Table'. The 
group now meets at the Benson 
Hotel. 

Spencer was born in Vernonia 
and attended the Universi ly of 
Portland before finishing with a 
law degree from Stanford Univer-

sity. 
The widow,- Laura; a daughter, 

Mrs. William F. Blitz, and a son, 
Omar C. Spencer, Jr., survive.
